Accommodations

Southerly Explorer has four separate cabins with a total of eight berths, two private heads and two 
showers, a raised saloon pilothouse that can comfortably seat six for dinner with great views and a state-
of the art lifting keel. With the keel raised she draws less than 3 feet making her a great exploration 
vessel. With the keel down she draws 9 feet and is ready to cross oceans in comfort. Each crew member 
has their own bunk and private storage locker. Although Southerly Explorer can accommodate up to eight 
persons, limiting participation to four expedition crew ensures more comfort and privacy.

Southerly Explorer was built in Itchenor England by NorthShore Yachts. For a detailed description of 
NorthShore, check out their website at www.northshore.co.uk. She is a further development of Rob 
Humphreys long pedigree of Southerly hulls. A modern plumb stem increases waterline length and a 
broad transom maintains volume aft, for performance and interior space. She has semi-balanced twin 
rudders that operate within the draught of the canoe body so when her keel is up she is ready to navigate 
the shallowest waters. The swinging keel allows us access to some unique cruising grounds.
